Introduce Self and Book you chose

How many of you have heard of:  READ ALOUD HANDBOOK?
Why do kids gradually lose interest in reading?

SURVEY: Kids asked if they want to go home and read?
Kindergarten – 100% want to read outside school

4th – 54%

8th – 30%

Seniors – ONLY 19%

Biggest drop is between Kind. And 4th Grade. WHY?

What happens between those years?
SECRET: Kids start to become good at reading and we STOP reading aloud to them.  Instead we tell them to go do your homework.  SIMPLE, INEXPENSIVE OR FREE, BETTER THAN A AN EXPENSIVE SUMMER CAMP!!
When you read Aloud to your kids you do 3 things:
1. BOND – Love, attention, Pleasure (people are pleasure centered)

2. ROLE MODEL – see you do it for pleasure, okay to read Twilight!
3. BUILD KNOWLEDGE – pour words into their reservoir, overflows!

DON’T STOP READING ALOUD UNTIL THEY MOVE OUT!
How many of you had a H.S. teacher read aloud to you?

DON’T EVER STOP!!!!!!!
Now that you know your role:
NOT teach them to Read, necessarily

TEACH THEM TO WANT TO READ
Some Info:

· Kids spend 900 hrs. in school a year

· They spend 7,800 hrs. outside school… with you!

STUDY: Kids with High SAT’s  - study found that the #1 thing that they did was not a fancy school but a family passion for reading and they read TOGETHER!
HIGHEST READING SCORES IN WORLD?? Finland, WHY… when they have 2 parents working, latchkey kids…Close captioning, turn yours one!

3 B’s to remember:
#1 B - BOOKS – must be accessible, found that kids need at least 100 pieces of reading in homes
Winter Olympics: where were gold medalists from?


MN, CO, UT… WHY????  Lots of Snow!!

Kids that read well come from homes with LOTS of books.  Kids need NEW books as often as they NEED NEW clothes!
Because of the internet kids don’t have as much printed material in their homes, even though it is so needed.  

Our internet books make a nice crossover to this…. Without scary results. (  If my son has to do a report on Night Animals and does a search for them, what would he get?? 
How many of you remember encyclopedias growing up?

· Give personal experience
· Our kids need to know what they are and have experiences with them
Our encyclopedias are only $99 for 3! Or $30 for 1 (purple)

#2 B – BASKETS – around house

Our kids are advertised to all day, advertise READING instead!  Have covers facing out.  (Rain gutter bookshelves)

Baskets should be in 3 places:

Where is most reading done? BATHROOM
· Bathroom – great place for our Everyone Poops and Gas Pass

· Breakfast Table – who reads cereal boxes?  Non-Fiction

· Car – Activity Books, Hands on books, CD’s

#3 B – BEDSIDE LAMP
